(1819) p.358 

Wilmot Proviso (1846) Compromise of 1850 

People living in Missouri 

wanted to allow slavery 

 

 

Attempted to outlaw 

slavery 

Instituted a fugitive 

slave law 

Free states feared that 

adding Missouri as a 

slave state would upset 

the balance in Congress 

 

 

Passed by the House, 

but Defeated by the 

Senate 

Admitted C.A. as a free 

state 

Henry Clay suggested 

adding Maine as a free 

state and Missouri as a 

slave state to keep the

Bill was defeated Abolished slave trade in 

Washington, D.C.
