 1. Inauguration: the ceremony at which the President if the United 

States takes the oath of office. 

 

 

 2. Federal Judiciary Act of 1789: It established the Supreme Court 

of the U.S. 

 

 3. Federalist: political party that was formed by the followers of 

Alexander Hamilton’s policies. 

 

 

 4. Republican Party: political party that was formed by the followers 

of Thomas Jefferson’s policies. 

 

 

 5. Neutral (Neutrality Proclamation):  George Washington 

proclaimed the U.S. would stay out of European affairs, especially 

wars. 

 

 6. Monroe Doctrine: 

A policy of US opposition to any European interference in the 

Western Hemisphere, announced by President Monroe in 1823 

 7. Impressment: the practice of seizing sailors from other countries 

and forcing them to serve for their country. 

 

 8. Nullification: the right to cancel a federal law 

 

 

 9. Sectionalism: the placing of the interests on one’s own region 

ahead of the interests of the nation as a whole. 

 

 10. Foreign policy: relations with the governments of other
