Background 

• James Monroe; president, policy of isolationism; 1817; U.S. 

Latin America’s Revolutions 

• Miguel Hidalgo, Simon Bolivar, Jose de San Martin; revolt 

against Spain, Venezuela, Argentina; Sep. 1880, Mexico, 

South America 

• Monroe; open Latin America for trade; U.S., Latin America 

 

Monroe Doctrine 

• Monroe; U.S. wouldn’t interfere affairs of Europe and it 

colonies, oppose attempt by Europe make new colonies in 

Western Hemisphere, act of war 

• Americans; did not have military power to enforce Doctrine, 

Britain did help U.S. if needed 

• Monroe, U.S. stopped Europe getting involved in Latin 

America, shaped foreign policy; 100 years 

 

Bank of the United States 

• American people; Bank of U.S. bad economy “Debt”; 1811; 

U.S. 

• Republicans; national bank need to lend money, restoring 

order, money supply, help economy, businesses; 1816; U.S. 

 

Sectionalism: 

• Americans; British goods cheaper, Americans goods more 

expensive; early 1800’s, U.S. and Britain 

• Congress; Tariff- tax on import goods, 1816; U.S. 

• Southerners; felt that northern manufactures rich expense 

of the South 

• Americans; Sectionalism- loyalty one’s state or section of 

the country rather than ones nation; U.S.
