Abigail Adams writes to her
husband John at the
Continental Congress and
reminds him to “Remember
the Ladies” in his work.
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1777
All states pass laws which
take away women’s right to
vote.
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1790
The State of New Jersey
grants the vote to “all free
inhabitants,” someone living
in a place.
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1831
Oberlin College becomes
the first coeducational both
men and women college, in
the United States and in
1841 awarded academic
degrees to three women.

1837
Mary Lyon founded Mount
Holyoke College in MA,
eventually the first four-year
college exclusively for
women in the United States.

1839
Mississippi is the fist state to
give women the right to hold
property in their own name,
with their husbands’
permission.

1844
Female textile workers in MA
organize the Lowell Female
Labor Reform Association,

one of the first long-lasting
labor unions for working
women in the U.S.
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1849
Elizabeth Blackwell
graduates from Geneva
Medical College in New
York; She is the first woman
to graduate from an
American medical school.
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1852
Newspaper editor Clara
Howard Nichols speaks to
the Vermont Senate about
women’s property rights - a
major issue for the people
fighting to extend the right to
vote to women.
