 1. Lewis and Clark Expedition – The Corps of Discovery expedition 

that explored the Louisiana Territory and who were the first people 

to see the pacific and return overland. 

 

 

 2. Oregon Trail – The route pioneers took to get to Oregon. 

 

 

 3. Tejano – A Mexican in Texas. 

 

 

 4. The Alamo – An abandoned mission in TX. Santa Anna captured 

the fort and killed nearly all the survivors including Daniel Boone. 

 

 

 5. Manifest Destiny – The idea that the United States should 

expand across the continent from the Atlantic to the Pacific. 

 

 

 6. Bear Flag Revolt – the 1846 rebellion by Americans against 

Mexican rule in California.  

 

 7. Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo – The treaty that ended the 

Mexican-American war. In it, Mexico sells the Southwest to the 

United States. 

 

 

 8. Mexican Cession – The Southwest area that Mexico sold to the 

United States. 

 

 9. Forty-niner – gold miners that went to California in 1849. 

 

 10. Gold-rush – the rush to California that was caused by “gold
